Close to the Sheep’s Gate in Jerusalem, there was a pool, which was
called the Sheep’s Pool. It had round about it five porches, that is,
five sets of pillars supporting a domed roof.

HELLENIC CULTURAL ASSOCIATION

There is no greater time to reflect on the rich history of our heritage than Memorial
Day. To that end, the Hellenic Cultural Association, the community’s historic
preservation organization, will lay a floral wreath on the stately monument at
the grounds of Holy Trinity Cathedral on May 29. The monument, sponsored by the
Cretan organizations of Greater Salt Lake, memorializes and helps us reflect on the tragic
deaths of hundreds of Greeks, decades ago, during their endeavors to establish the
foundation on which our community thrives today. The wreath is co-sponsored by our
community’s fraternal organizations.

The monument, erected in 1988, commemorates the lives of 200 miners killed on May
2, 1900, the mine explosion at Scofield, Carbon County, which left 107 widows and 270
fatherless children.

It memorializes the founding of the Greek Orthodox Church Community of Utah in
1905, and it pays tribute to the following: 14 servicemen/parishioners killed in World War
I, and 23 killed in WWII; 150 Greeks killed in industrial and mine accidents in Utah
between 1904-1988; and 16 Greek railroad workers killed in 1904, in an accident at the
Union Pacific Railroad’s Lucin Cutoff, which dissects the Great Salt Lake.
